*A Taxonomy for Teaching, Learning, and Assessing: A Revision of Bloom’s Taxonomy (Anderson, et al., 2001) categorizes cognition into six categories: Remember, Understand, Apply, Analyze, Evaluate, and Create. Because cognition is complex, the use of one category of cognition to identify the cognitive demand may not capture all of the cognitive processes working together. For example, when a student applies skills to collect and organize data for a graphic display, the process crosses several cognition categories.
